Installation Instructions

Preparation

e Read all fixture markings and labels to insure correct installation of the fixture. Additional information may be located on the
fixture or in supplemental instructions sheets, separate from this instruction sheet, regarding orientation, mounting restrictions
and optional equipment.

e Disconnect power to the circuit before wiring fixture.

e Minimum 12” supply wire pigtails must extend from electrical junction box for field connections within fixture enclosure.

e Prepare opening in wall for fixture mounting (figure 1).

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e Remove door from fixture and fixture from mounting tray (figure 2). Store door and fixture where they will not be damaged, until
ready for use.

Install Mounting Tray
e Place the mounting tray in the wall opening as shown in figure 3. Locate and drill minimum (4) pilot holes in mounting surface
using mounting tray as template. Secure with appropriate pan-head fasteners for the mounting surface (not supplied).

Configure ‘Exit’ Stencil

¢ If needed, reconfigure directional arrows by loosening (2) wing nuts and removing stencil assembly from fixture. Remove metal
plate(s) covering chevrons. Reassemble to fixture.

Install Fixture and Door

o Place fixture over mounting tray and pull wires through 7/8” hole. Line-up (4) holes in fixture with studs from mounting tray and
secure with hardware removed during preparation stage (figure 4). Attach conduit to fixture and connect supply wires.
Lead color coding: White = Neutral, Black = 120V, Orange = 277V.

e Re-attach door to housing (figure 4).
